NO MORE TIME FOR ANYONE, EVEN IF THE RACE HAS TO BE RESTARTED AGAIN. (ONCE PER 
PERSON) 
2) THE NUMBER OF CARS IN THE A-MAIN HAS BEEN CHANGED FROM 10 TO 12 CARS/ TRUCKS 
3) ALL CARS WILL BE REQUIRED TO RUN A RESTRICTOR PLATE 8.5 FOR SPORTSMAN / NOV-
ICE , 10.5 FOR ALL OTHERS NO MATTER WHICH QSAC LEGAL CARB. YOU USE. 
4) PIT STOPS: CAN BE MADE AT ANYTIME OTHER THAN DURING RED FLAG. WHEN PIT STOP IS 
MADE UNDER A YELLOW FLAG, YOU WILL BE REQUIRED TO TAG THE REAR OF THE FIELD 
WHEN YOU RETURN TO THE TRACK. THE RACE WILL NOT BE HELD FOR THOSE WORKING ON 
THEIR CARS. 
5) OPEN WHEEL CLASS WILL RETAIN THE RULES THAT HAVE BEEN IN USE. 
ADDITIONAL CHANGES: 
1) THE 2008 RACING SEASON WILL HAVE 9 POINTS RACES WITH BEST 6 COUNTING One
